The Pacifica Police Department’s Map Your Neighborhood (MYN)
program helps small neighborhoods of 15 to 20 families organize to
assist each other in the event of an earthquake or other emergency.
Successful MYN programs have been in place for years all around
the country. Neighbors come together one time to share special
capabilities — like medical training or plumbing capabilities — as well
as identify those with special needs like handicapped individuals,
small children or even pets in the home.
